- Dogs determined to be between the ages of 4-6 years of age, adoption fee $275 
- Dogs determined to be 7 years of age and older, adoption fee $225, but 
adoptions fees may vary according to region, medical expenses, and 
transportation.  

(Please Note: Applicants that pass the veterinarian and 
personal reference check will be requested to furnish their 
drivers license number via phone or US postal mail 
(applicants choice) to their Coordinator, prior to Approval to 
Adopt, or to becoming a Representative of Crest-Care Inc. 
The information will be kept confidential with the exception 
of law enforcement/background check to determine if the 
applicant has any record of abuse or neglect toward any 
animal left in their care.
